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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were two folds : to examine the levels of teachers’
performance in Basic Education Institutions in Chonburi Educatonal Service Area, Zone II as
indentified by teaching profession standards, and to present guidelines for teachers’ performance.
The sample consisted of 317 teachers. The instrument was a rating—scaled and open—ended
questionnaire. The statistics employed in the study were frequency, mean, standard deviation,
and t-test.

The findings were as follows :

1. Considering the teachers’ performance as a whole and individual aspects, it was
found to be at.a good level.

2. A comparison of their performance regarding gender revealed significant
differences in six aspects and no significant differences in the other six. There was no significant
difference in their performance regarding experience.

3. The guidelines for teachers performance employs the principle of administration,

PDCA — Plan, Do, Check, and Act.
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
