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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the opiniens of'administrators and teachers of basic
education (institution) administrators concérning-leadership styles in three categories :
Nomothetic, Idiographic and Transactional Styles. The sample used in this research composed
of 175 school administrators and312 teachers. The instruments used in this study were two sets
of questionnaires which included'a check-list and a rating scale. The data was analyzed by using
percentages, means, standard deviations, and the t-test. The research result revealed that the
opinions of school administrators and teachers concerning three styles of leadership were at a
high levels. A compavision of school administrators and teachers opinion showed that there
was statistically significant difference in nomothetic leadership style and transactional leadership

style but therewas no statistically significant difference in the idiographic leadership style.
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
