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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted to“investigate the Bangpakong River
conservation behaviors of the people in'Chachoengsao province and the problems or
obstacles in the river conservation. The samples were 388 people, one from each family,
living within 500 meters from the river:The questionnaires, consisted of 4 parts, were
used to collect the data which were analyzed using mean, standard deviation,
percentage, t-test, One-Way ANOVA, and Sheffe.

The research/foundthat the behaviors of the samples in the river conservation
were at a moderate(level. The study showed different behaviors in the river conservation
according to sex; age, occupation and knowledge levels of the river and water
conservation while there were no differences in conservation behaviors among the
people with different levels of education.

This research suggested that government sectors and the people in charge
should determine a policy and concrete activities that include engaging in campaigns to
publicize an appropriate conservation. Moreover, strict laws should be enforced. Both
government sectors and local organizations should accelerate an installation of the
central-deteriorated water system to dispose of sewage from the community before it is

released into the Bangpakong River.
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
