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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to find“out the correlation of Performance Based
Budgeting Management (PBB) and Quality Assurance Approach (QA) held in basic education
institution 1in S@amwtprakan provinece.

The population were 22 secondary school principals and 313 teachers who are subject
matters.

The research was processed by 80 items questionnaire focusing on school management
with 7 ways Performance Based Budgeting and 8 steps of Quality Assurance Approach. The
comparison varied position and size of school.

The statistical procedures applied in this research were percentage, median, standard
deviation, t-test;, F-test, Pearson’s product moment correlation and the One way analysis of
variance. All statistical significant was established at the .01 level.

The results of this study were.

1. The population accepted 7 ways of Performance Based Budgeting Management
(PBB) which are Purchasing Management, the reports of budget and outcomes, budget and
outcomes, budget management and budget control. In addition, there are checking, planning and
management at high level. According to the comparison concerned with rank position and size of

school, there was significant .05 except cost of product concerned with items.



2. The population accepted that the Performance Based Budgeting Management
(PBB) be get along well with 8 steps of quality Assurance Approach (QA) System,
Development of Education Quality, Guaranty of Education Quality, Checking andReviewing
Education Quality declared by the Ministry of Education at high level but there was-different
agreement in some details significant .05

3. There were highly significant positive correlations (r > .868) between the 7 ways
of Performance Based Budgeting Management (PBB) and 8 steps” of Quality Assurance
Approach.

The Performance Based Budgeting Management (PBB) is.about money and budgeting
management. It is in administration department. Quality Assurance is a part of academic
department. If the schools can manage the Performance Based Budgeting Management (PBB)
and Quality Assurance Approach. (QA) well, they can develop the quality of their school and
students. However, there are some problems about management such as the size of school, the
number of teachers and the budgets that the school should have enough teachers and budgets to

develop themselves following the government’ projects.
