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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to.investigate the public participation in water
resources management at Bangpakong - Prachinburi watershed areas. In addition, demographic
factors affecting on public participation the water management were studied. The respondents
were 228 communities leaders, planning ‘the water resources compared mean difference by
DMRT at 95% confidence.

The study demonstrated the following finding :

Mean scores ©Of public participation in the water resource management was at the
middle level. Mean score of public participation on problem focus was at high level. Similarity,
mean scores on planning, operation and evaluation were at middle level. The results reported that
demographic factors such as gender, age, education, career, social status, revenue and distance
from watershed areas significantly difference (P<0.05).
